Monday:  


Class rules


Choose greenware (demonstrate cleaning


All students should put name on bottom of project and clean/life story of ceramics


Clean up

Tuesday:


Finish cleaning if necessary


Show different ways to decorate (glaze, stain, chalk, antique, etc.)


Let students choose colors and brushes, then decorate


Clean up, review ceramic terms and procedures

Wednesday:


Continue decorating


Start second piece of greenware


Clean up/review 


(Fire if needed)

Thursday:

Finish painting or decorating or cleaning if needed


Clean up/review


Fire if needed

Friday:

Finish all projects


Review and test


Clean up

Saturday night:  


Instructor should complete last firing and ready projects for pick-up
Ceramics Operating Procedures

Eligibility Requirements:

1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participant must be at least 8 years of age, have instructor’s permission, or be accompanied by an adult who will help (not working on own project).
Camper/Staff Ratio:

1. There must always be at least 1 staff member for every 8 participants who are between the ages of 8 and 15.  (Classes during family camp may exceed 8 members, but will be adults, or children accompanied by adults.)
Equipment and Maintenance:

1. Weekly check of ceramic cleaning tools, kiln, and other equipment that may need repair.  A written maintenance request should be filed if necessary.
2. The ceramic room will remain locked when not in use by the ceramics instructor or an individual approved by the instructor and trained in safety procedures..
3. Potentially dangerous equipment will be stored securely under lock and key in the archery shed.

4. At the end of the season, equipment and supplies should be stored in a manner that will facilitate new staff training and orientation.
5. The kiln is to be used only by the activity leader or a trained adult.

Emergency Procedures:

1. Main concerns include puncture wounds or cuts from ceramic cleaning tools, burns from the hot kiln, ingestion of paint or other potentially poison liquids, and clay debris in eyes.  Consult the camp nurse as quickly as possible if injury is more than a minor cut or burn.
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
