Sailing Operating Procedures
Eligibility Requirements:
1. 
Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

Camper/Staff Ratio:

1. 
There must always be at least 1 staff member for every 8 participants.

Equipment and Maintenance:

1.
The instructor will check the sailboats, PFDs, and other sailing equipment on a weekly basis and more often as needed (daily observation of the sailboats’ performance in the water will help determine the need for repair).  If any repair is needed, it should be performed, or a written maintenance request will be filed with the maintenance department.

2.
All sailboats are stored on the beach; all paddles and PFDs are kept locked inside the canoe shed when not in use or under supervision of the sailing instructor, certified life guard, or adult family member who is trained in safety rules. 

Emergency Procedures:

1. An instructor certified in first aid and CPR will be onsite at all times.  

2. In the event of an emergency, the office should be informed of the exact location and nature of the situation by radio, assistant staff member, or two responsible campers.  The office will then contact medical authorities.  All emergency procedures in the Staff Manual will be followed.

Rescue Procedures:

1. Recognize the situation.

2. Give appropriate assistance.  Remember to take the proper equipment with you.

3. Sound air-horn if it is necessary to obtain additional assistance.

4. Fill out the proper rescue logs and rescue reports with the Waterfront Director.
