
Skin Diving Operating Procedures

Eligibility Requirements:

1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participants may be of any age.
3. Participants with a handicap or any other medical condition must be approved by the skin diving instructor or camp nurse.
Staff Qualifications:

1.
The class must be taught by a certified lifeguard.
Camper/Staff Ratio:

1. There must always be at least 1 staff member for every 8 participants.

Equipment and Maintenance:

1. All snorkels must be bleached and rinsed with clean water after each use.  Masks and flippers must be rinsed with clean water after each use.  
2. Watch for worn or over-used equipment.  Do not use damaged equipment.
3. Size equipment to the individual before they enter the water.
Emergency and Rescue Procedures:

1. Instructor must be a certified lifeguard.
2.
IF an individual has become unconscious for any reason, the instructor must assess the situation and start resuscitation immediately.  If the camper has had a heart attack, the instructor must get them to a place where they can perform CPR properly.  A responsible camper will be sent to swim back and alert personnel at the docks as to what has happened and a boat will be sent to pick up the victim.  An accident report will be filed after everything has calmed down.
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
