Wakeboard/Waterski Operating Procedures
Eligibility Requirements:
1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participants must be at least 6 years old or have special permission from the Water Ski Director.
3. Participants with a handicap or any other medical condition must be approved by the Water Ski Director.

Camper/Staff Ratio:

1.
There must always be at least 2 staff members with any activity or class at the docks.

Equipment and Maintenance:

1. The Slider is for staff use only.
2. See waterfront operating procedures for boat care.

Emergency and Rescue Procedures:
1. Recognize the situation.

2. Use radio to contact another staff member on the dock and/or base.

3. Give necessary assistance.  Sound the air-horn if necessary to obtain additional assistance.

4. Fill out the proper rescue logs and rescue reports with the Waterfront Director.

5. Follow procedures in waterfront section.

6. When in Mokin’s Bay

a. Use air horn to attract the attention of other dock staff.

b. Use one short blast every three seconds to communicate a non-urgent emergency (such as a mechanical failure or rope around the prop).

c. Use three short blasts followed by a pause for an urgent emergency, such as a camper injury that requires a backboard.

d. Give location of our boat in the bay.

e. Keep passengers calm and reassure the victim.

f. Raise the orange flag and any other bright objects available.

g. Proceed as necessary.

7. When out in the lake

a. Radio in with the type of emergency.

b. Give location of your boat.

c. Raise the orange flag and any other available bright objects.

d. Use the air horn to attract the attention of MiVoden’s boats as the approach.

e. Proceed as necessary.

8. During a waterfront emergency

a)
Never put boats in the slips

b)
Hurry kids up to the road, then report for your search zone.

c) 
If in the bay, approach docks carefully and come within shouting distance.

d)
If close to the docks, pull up on lakeside and get kids to the road before reporting for search zone.

9.
During a fire emergency
a)
Take all kids on the dock to their counselors on the beach, then report to fire station.

b)
Boat drivers should dock boats quickly, take kids to their counselors on the beach, then report to fire stations.

11.
Responding to an SOS (indicated by three short horn blasts or radio call)

a)
In the event of possible head or spinal injury, the boat driver should enter water with life vest on, and perform a head-chin splint on the victim, swim in the vicinity of the boat ensuring in-line stabilization, and direct the spotter to blow the air horn, raise the flag, and remain calm.

b)
At all SOS signals and indication of possible head or spinal injury, report the possible incident to all directors.  Send kids on the dock to the office, call 911.  Send all available waterski staff to a boat with a backboard.

c)
Approach the scene without creating a wake, and proceed with deep water backboarding, or other necessary first aid or CPR.

d)
Proceed back to camp or Honeysuckle, with the boat carrying the injured party following in the wake of the lead boat.

Safety Regulations:

1.
Helmets must be worn while riding the Sea Wasp, Sky Ski, or Wake Skate.
